Background

THE CROPPER FOUNDATION offers a mechanism for like-minded individuals and organizations to involve themselves in development issues and contribute to desired outcomes.

We know that the Caribbean has enormously talented writers who have already achieved worldwide recognition and others continue to emerge. But we also know that there is boundless talent, latent promise, seeking to find the proper form and mode of expression.

Wide-ranging discussions suggest that time and space in which to write, guidance from experienced writers, and help with publication, are what is needed to foster this development.

The five previous writers’ workshops in this programme – for emerging Caribbean writers of fiction – were held in Grande Riviere, on the Gaspere Island, and in Tobago. These workshops were organized jointly with the University of the West Indies Department of Creative & Festival Arts and the Department of Liberal Arts, and moderated by Merle Hodge and Funso Aiyejina. At each workshop approximately ten participants were accepted and a number have subsequently won awards for their writing and have had their stories accepted for publication.  The Anthology ‘Moving Right Along..’ will be launched in 2010 in celebration of the Foundation’s ten (10) year anniversary.
The Workshop

The 2010 three-week workshop is to be held on the island of Trinidad and will focus on playwriting, fiction and poetry.

The moderators will be Dr. Merle Hodge and Professor Funso Aiyejina both faculty in the UWI Faculty of Humanities and Education. Merle Hodge is the author of Crick Crack Monkey and For the Life of Laetitia. Poet and short story writer, Professor Funso Aiyejina has written extensively and in 2000 won the Commonwealth Writers Prize (Africa) for his book of short stories The Legend of the Rockhills.
The Cropper Foundation’s Writers Workshop will involve:
· Mutual and open critiques of all participants’ work
· extended periods of quiet time in which to write; 

- structured access to the moderators; 

- readings by and discussions with other 

  writers; 

- recommendations for selected participants to 

  participate in further residential writing retreats in 

  Vermont, USA or elsewhere; 
- a public reading.

Certification

A Certificate of Participation from the UWI Departments of Creative & Festival Arts and Liberal Arts, and THE CROPPER FOUNDATION will be issued.

Eligibility

The workshop is open to all Caribbean nationals residing in the Caribbean aged 20 years and above who are writing in English.

Selection of Participants

Interested writers are invited to submit a selection of finished work and/or work in progress (no more than eight (8) pages) of ONE genre of writing for example poetry, prose or playwriting. Selection will be based on the perceived potential of individuals to benefit from the workshop, balanced in part by a Caribbean-wide representation. Those short-listed for selection will be required to submit additional samples of their work before the final selection. 

The selection of the twelve participants (plus alternates) will be conducted by a panel organized by the UWI Departments of Creative & Festival Arts and Liberal Arts.

Notes to applicants:

1. Submit no more than eight (8) pages  (samples) of your work, which you consider appropriate. This can be work in progress, finished work or published material. (Please note that this material cannot be returned.) Submissions should be mailed AND emailed. Email address -MarissaUWI@gmail.com
2. Submit a short biographical summary of no more than 250 words.

3. Submit a photograph of yourself

4. Submit a short statement of what you hope to achieve during the workshop.

5. Receipt of all applications will be acknowledged by email.
6. Applicants short-listed will be required to submit further examples of their works.

7. Unsuccessful applicants will be advised accordingly.

8. Successful applicants (and alternates) will be informed no later than March 14th, 2010.

9. Some additional reading and preparation for the workshop will be expected.
10. All participants will be in shared accommodation (2 persons per room).
